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11. Article X:3 provides for uniform. impartial. and reasonable administration of laws, decisions
and rulings affecting import and export.
ARTICLE VII - VALUATION FOR CUSTOMS PURPOSES
Agreement on Customs Valuaton
12. Article VII lavs down the main principles governing the valuation of imports for assessment

of duties or other charges (not including internal taxes). It establishes that this assessment should be
based on the “actual value of the imported merchandise. or of like merchandise. and should not be

based on the value of merchandise of national origin or on arbitrary or fictitious values”. The Article
defines “actual value".

13. Interpretation and application of this Article has beenmore clearly specified inthe Tokyo Round
and Uruguay Round Agreements on Implementation of Article VII of GATT 1994" (Agreement on
Customs Valuation) which establishes the rules for valuing imports for the assessment of ad valorem
customs duties. As most countries today assess duties on the basis of an ad valorem system. the method
in which customs authorities value imported goods is of paramount importance. Harmonization of
the methedology used by countries for valuing imports Creaes predictability and transparency for
exporters and importers transacting in the international marketplace. The Agreement stipulates that
the price for customs purposes shall be the teansaction value, that is the "price actually paid or payable
for the goods when sold for export to the country of importation adjusted in accordance with the
provisions of [the Agresment]”. The Agraement provides for the estabiishment of an adequate legal
and judicial framework which would ensure the right of appeal for importers. In addition. the Agreement
stipulates that customs authorities must release goods to importers with the posting of a guarantee or
surety, in cases where further investigation is required.

14. Currently, the WTO is in the process of devising a technical assistance programme to enable
those developing countries which have invoked a 3-year delay period for the application of the
Agreement. to implement the Agreement when their transition period expires.

Agreemeni on Preshipment Inspection

15. The Aereement on Preshipment Inspection was negotiated with the aum of reducing any non-tariff
barriers that could result from the use of private agents to conduct quantity, guality and price inspection
of imports. The Agreement does notencourage countries to use PSI, but recognizes that some countries
might employ such private entities on a transitional basis. As the WTO applies among governments,
the Agreement can only be implemented through Members imposing its provisions on these entities
through their contracts with them. In establishing a set of provisions for the carrying out of these
inspection activities, the Agreement harmonizes the rules for the carrving out of preshipment inspection
activities world-wide. A Working Party has been established to review the functioning of the Agreement.

The Working Party has produced a report which contgins recommendations which should lead to an
improvement of the practices surrounding PSI activifies.

Acreement on Rules of Origin

16. The Agreement on Rules of Origin aims mainly at harmonization of non-preferential rules of
origin, and seeks to ensure that such rules do not themselves create unnecessary obstacles to trade.
The Agreement sets out a 3-year harmonization work programme for non-preferential rules of origin
to be undertaken in conjunction with the WCO. The underlying principle is that the originating status
of a good should be either the country where the good has been wholly obtained or, when more than
one country is concerned in its production, the country where the last substantial transformation has

been carried out. Harmonization work started officially in July 1995, which means that the work has
a deadline for compietion by July 1998.

17. Until the completion of the harmonization work programme. Members shall ensure that their
rules of origin do not discriminate between Members: the rules of crigin shall be clearly defined and
transparent; they must be administered in a consistent, uniform. impariial and reasonable manner and
be based on a positive standard. Members have to publish their rules of origin promptly: any
administrative action in relation to the determination of origin shall be promptly reviewable by judicial.
arbitral or administrative tribunals or procedures independent of the authority 1ssuing the determination.
such findings can modify or reverse the determination. Upon request, assessments of origin shall be
issued as soon as possible but no later than 150 days after such 2 request is received.

18. The Agreement on Rules of Origin contains also a Declaration on preferential rules of origin
which does not foresee harmonization of such rules, but establishes disciplines very similar to the ¢nes
for non-preferential rules of origin.

Agreement on Technical Barriers 1o Trade

15. The TBT Agreement recognizes that product standards, technical regulations and conformity
assessment procedures are essential for the functioning of modern: economies. The WTQO does not develop
product standards, nor does it require its Members to have such standards. Rather. the TBT Agreement
allows Members to develop their own technical regulations, siandards and conformity assessment
procedures for certain legitimate purposes. such as the protection of human, animal. piant life or health.
of the environment, or for the prevention of deceptive practices. and seeks (0 ensure that no unnecessary
obstacies to trade are constituted. Technical regulations shall not be more trade restrictive thannecessary
to fulfil a legitimate objective. Product regulations shall, where appropriate. be specified in terms
of performance rather than design or descriptive characteristics.

20. The Agreement lays down the principie of non-discrimination between Members and encourages
them to use existing international standards in the development of their national regulations. Members
are 10 give positive consideration to accepting. as equivalent, technical regulations of other Members.
even if these regulations differ from their own, provided they are satisfied that these regulations
adequately fulfil the objectives of their own regulations. Finally. the Agreement encourages Members
to enter into mutual recognition agreements for the acceptance of conformity assessment procedures.

Aereement on the Application of Sanitary and Phyvtosanitary Measures

21. The SPS Agreement contains several provisions which relate to facilitating the flow of goods
across borders. A fundamental obligation in this respect is that Members shall ensure that their sanitary
and phytosanitary measures do not arbitrarily or unjustifiably discriminate between Members, where
identical or similar conditions prevail, including enstring national treatment. Moreover, sanitary and
phytosanitary measures shall not be apptied in a manner which would constitute a disguised restriction
on international trade (Art. 2.3). In addition, there are a number of mere specific provisions refated
to trade facilitation. particularly regarding harmonization of SPS measures. equivalence. recogniticn
of disease-free areas. transparency. and control. inspection and approval procedures.

22. The Agreement encourages the use of international standards. guidelines and recommendations.
thus enhancing transparency and security. The Agreement provides that Members shall accept SPS
measures of other Members as equivalent, even if these measures differ from their own or from those
used by other Members. The onus fo demonstrate equivalence rests with the exporting Member.
Moreover, the Agreement encourages Members to enter into consultations with the aim of achieving
bilateral and muliilateral equivalence agreements (Art. 4). Members are required 10 notify any new
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¢ changed sanitary and phytosanitary requirements which affect trade. They also have to setup Enquiry
E inss to respond to requests for any additiona! information on new or existing measures. including
on how they apply their food safety and animal and plant health regulations. Annex C to the Agreement
e--ablishes detailed provisions aiming at rendering the control, inspection and approval procedures
. n-discriminatory and as efficient as possible taking into account legitimate commercial interests.

Ceneral Agreement on Trade in_Services (GATS)

23, Under the general obligations of the GATS. the Most-Favoured-Nation rule (Article 1) applies
1o all service sectors, regardless of whether a Member has undertaken specific commitments; this means

at if a Member has no market access and national treatment commitments it must still not discriminate
vetween suppliers of other Members. The obligation' of transparency (Article III) requires Members
to publish all measures of general application affecting rrade in services and to notify the WTO of any

1anges in laws and regulations affecting trade in services in sectors where specific commitments have
Jeen undertaken. The rules on domestic recularion {Article VI) require Members: (i) to administer
all measures of general application in an reasonable, objective and impartial mannet; (i1} to mainrain

r institute appropriate procedures and remedies for the review of administrative decisions affecting
_ade in services; (iii) to provide for adequate procedures to verify the competence of professionals
of other Members in sectors where specific commitments have been undertaken.

4. Under the specific commitmenss. the GATS covers all types of transport services. with the
exception of air traffic rights. In the Uruguay Round 46 Members made commitments in maritime
ransport services, 51 in air transport. 37 in rail transport and 48 in road transport. The maritime
ransport sector includes sub-sectors such as international freight and passenger (ransport. maritime
cargo handling, storage and warehousing services, customs clearance services, container station and
iepot services, maritime agency services and maritime freight forwarding services. 1t has been agreed
hat negotiations on maritime services will resume in the year 2000.

25. Fifty-four WTO Members have commitments in Electronic dara interchange (EDI). a value
added telecommunication service.

26. Obviously, modern telecommunications systems do provide new opportunities and means 1o
facilitate trade in goods and services. Internet services are a sub-sector on which some Members have
undertaken specific commitments in the Uruguay Round or in the recent telecommunications pegotiations.
Internet services include at least three vaiue-added telecommunications services covered by the GATS:
electronic mail, on-line information and data base retrieval and electronic data interchange (EDI).

Currently 61 WTO Members have commitments in electronic mail, 63 in on-line information and data
base retrieval and 54 in EDL

27. As concerns Financial Services, at the end of the negotiations on 12 December 1997 a total
of 70 countries made commitments.

»
28. As concerns Distribution Services, & total of 47 Members, including all industrialised economies,
have undertaken commitments in the Uruguay Round (45 in wholesale trade services, 44 in retailing
services, 34 in franchising and 32 in commission agents’ services).

Agreement on Trade-Related Aspects of Intetlectual Property Rights

29. The TRIPS Agreement establishes minimum standards for intellectual property rights protection
and enforcement. In WTO terms, these are internal policy instruments that do not, in general, give
rise to action at the border, Thereis. however, one significant exception, inthe section of the Agreement
on Special Recuirements Related to Border Measures. lt concerns a specific procedure, commonly

INTRODUCTION

There has been intensive debate surrounding the legal issues in the
substitution of electronics for paper over the last 20 years. There are many
good books and a plethora of papers on the subject. The development of
national models for trading partner agreements, the efforts of UN agencies
and other international agencies such as UNCTAD and the WTO in redefining
international trade and maritime laws, together with the emerging national
trend toward redefining evidence acts and the rules of evidence under
electronic commerce make this a very dynamic topic. In addition the
emerging technological trends of cryptography, security and signature devices
both help and confuse the issues further.

This section is intended as a basic introduction to some of these legal issues.
Anyone requiring advice should seek guidance from a professional.
1.00 THE LEGALITY OF EDI and Electronic Commerce (EDI/EC)
Any discussion concerning the legality of EDI/EC questions how these
systems may accomplish the traditional legal purposes of paper

communication, which are typically concerned with:

- Proof that information in authentic; the communication of trade terms
and conditions; the permanent storage of information.

- The compliance with laws which require certain legal information to be
"written" and "signed".

On closer examination other issues arise, such as:

How should trading partners and networks divide risks for errors among
themselves?

- How will Government record storage and control requirements be
applied for electronic communications.

What replaces the hard copy audit trail?
- Should the law be amended for its application to EDI/EC? -
There are a third group of issues which also require discussion, including:

- Privacy

Confidentially

- Negligence

Protection of intellectual property.



It is now generally acknowledged that legal considerations do not present any
major impediments to EDVEC implementation but organisations need to be
able to recognise when it is prudent to seek advice. There are no well tested
models for handling the legal issues so that EDVEC guidelines and
agreements must be developed practically and realistically.

Agreements such as Trading Partner Agreements, designed to cover the
transition from paper to electronic trading between organisation may be
informal or formal. At both the national and the international level there is a
trend toward greater use of trading partner agreements, dealing specifically
with commercial and technical issues. '

Many national ED{ Associations now have appropriate national trading partner
model contracts for use by their members.

2.00 AGREEMENTS

Many of the national models were based on the early efforts of the ICC. As
long ago as 1987 the International Chamber of Commerce developed a set of
voluntary guidelines for international transactions : "The Uniform Rules of
Conduct for Interchange of Trade Data by Teletransmission” (UN-CID). It
sought to define " an acceptable level of professional behavior” and to "secure
a common approach”. UN-CID identified some problem areas as:

¢ risks in transmission
» acknowledgments
e return receipts

¢ security
+ data logging
« storage

The rules were useful as general principles but they have been substantially
reworked for national models.

A chairman of the ECE Working Party on Trade Facilitation has said "UN-CID"
is a bridging operation pending changes in the law or the formulation of laws
specifically dealing with EDI. Let us recall the need for overhaul and updating
of national legal requirements. Users and industry groups and their national
facilitation organisations must take the initiative and move their respective
governments to undertake the necessary changes. " Hence the move to
national models.

Some statutes require documents to be "written” or "signed" to be legally
effective. These requirements were originally enacted to preclude oral
communication, not to exclude electronic communication. This method could
hardly have been foreseen up to 20 years ago. The flexibility of commercial
law will generally ensure that the writing and signing requirements will not be
a major inhibitor for EDI/EC.



The objectives for many model agreements and for such supporting control
system design include:

System reliability and security
To ensure delivery

To maintain a detailed audit trail, consisting of a mixture of
acknowledgments, track/trace numbers, audit logs and network reports

To systematically match and reconcile audit trail information with
messages

To systematically investigate inconsistencies and record reconciliation’s
To keep an original log of data sent and received

To regularly audit the system for weakness in reliability and control

The original elements recommended by UN-CID for formulating a trading
partner agreement were:

There is always a risk that something may go wrong. Who should carry
that risk? Should each party carry its own or would it be possible to link
risk to insurance or to a network operator?

If damage is caused by a party failing to observe the rules, what should be
the consequences? This is partly a question of limitation of liability. 1t also
has a bearing on the situation of third parties.

Should the rules on risk and liability be covered by rules on insurance?

. Should there be rules on timing i.e. the time in which the receivers should

process the data, etc.?

. Should there be rules on secrecy or other rules regarding the substance of

the data exchanged?

Should there be rules on a professional nature such as the rules
applicable to the banking and securities industries?

Should there be rules on encryption or other security measures?

Should there be rules on "signature"?

Rules on applicable law and for dispute resolution have since been added by
other authorities.



3.00 INTERNATIONAL LAW

At the national level EDIEC service providers and others will be subject to
normal legal liability principles but the international situation is complicated by
the guestion of the choice of law. -

Three connecting factors have been used by various legal systems to
determine which law should obtain in an international tort.

1. The law of the forum in which the case is brought
2. The lex loci delici (the law of the place where the wrong occurred)

3. The so called "proper law" or a variation on this concept (which is
defined differently, for instance, in English and American law.)

In the current legal situation a claim for damages could be differently decided
simply because of the different connecting factors in the forum selected. The
court itself may decide which legal system should apply.

4.00 CONTRACTS

EDVEC is changing the way that businesses negotiate and agree contracts.
Technology is also changing some of the potential for conflict. These
changes raise issues of control, ownership and liability.

It is important to determine exactly when a contract or agreement has been
made. Regulations may be applied in some jurisdictions which distinguish
between instantaneous communications and delayed communications.

EDI/EC technologies permit muitiple, simultaneous transmissions and
receipts. Any number of offers to tender may be made around the world and
the offerer may demand responsive bids in diminishing time periods.

EDI/EC standards bodies generally disclaim responsibility for deciding if or
when the interchange of data forms a contract. In the U.S. the EDI
Associations Programming Guide states:

“The legality of EDI data as binding contracts is left to the marketplace
and negotiation between individual buyers and sellers, shippers and
carriers, payers and payees.”

The Bolero program (Electronic Bill of Lading: see Appendix)) currently under
way in Europe is a rare example of technologists, lawyers and legislators
working together to help adapt existing law to the new technoiogies of EDI. .



500 EVIDENCE

Paper documents are traditionally accepted as undisputed evidence. Paper ié
long lasting; the changes or additions will normally be clearly vistble.
Electronic messages are fundamentally different.

Paper and electronic networks are only media for camriage of data.
Technology provides us with possibilities to establish techniques which give
EDVEC characteristics which may make it equal or superior to paper, not only
as carrier of information, but also as evidence.

A legal technicality, the “"best evidence rule", may also question the
admissibility of an EDI/EC record. The best evidence rule generally requires
that the "original" of a writing go into evidence.

Computer output is generally acceptable as court evidence only when
supported by technical witnesses. Precedents on the admissibility of such
evidence (e.g. Watergate and the Contra Trials) have seen such evidence
entered as uncontested.

There are also external techniques which can enhance the credibility of EDI
records:

« VANS and ISPs can keep records of messages. For instance, the SWIFT
systern for international fund transfers keeps an inventory of data.
Networks could archive audit trail or message content data for legal and
auditing purposes, subject to user acceptance, disclosure procedures and
privacy legislation.

» Each user can keep a data log of message content, electronic signatures
and audit and control information (the UN-CID rules require use of a data
log);

e« An audit trail can be maintained to evidence what happened to data
between receipt and final archive;

+ The use of cryptography to inhibit data fabrication.

6.00 DATA DISCLOSURE
Considerations of data disclosure under existing law include:
1. Data Content

The role of documentary evidence in commercial disputes, in trade practices
litigation and in revenue proceedings (for example, income tax, sales tax and
Customs and Excise matters) is currently crucial. Legisiative changes are
necessary in order to overcome this hurdle.

7.00 LEGISLATION

There is nothing that can yet be described as a "body of EDIVEC law".
Legislation on EDI/EC matters may fall within the following categories:

The need to facilitate the admission of electronic communications in court:
evidence legislation.

The need to provide rules about how people communicate electronically
with govemnments, including requirements to maintain electronic records,
an area increasingly important to revenue authorities for example, taxation
and Customs authorities.



 The need to protect the public from damage which may arise from
electronic communications such as in areas of privacy, consumer
protection and information confidentiality.

* The need to protect inteliectual property such-as computer software and
design in addition to existing forms of intellectual property.

+ The need to be seen to be meeting international obligations, for example
the OECB privacy rules which cover transborder data flows.

8.00 CONCLUSION

If correctly planned and implemented EDI/EC can answer all the fundamental
legal objections which may be raised. However, much of the law needs
reviston to be consistent with EDI/EC although in most cases EDI/EC can be
safely used before the laws are changed.



APPENDIX TO LEGAL ISSUES

BILLS OF LADING AND WAYBILL

The use of EDI in international sea transport raises the problem of the bill of
lading, a paper document whose complex function does not easily lend itself
to electronic transmission. '

The bill of lading gives title to the goods, traditionally enabling the goods to be
traded (sold to another purchaser) whilst they are in transit at sea. If the
parties to the trade demand this facility, then they must currently use a paper
bill of lading until an acceptable substitute methods evolves.

The most obvious probiems that arise from the use of a bill of lading are:

« lts traditional use is based on over 500 years of maritime and trading
experience, which makes simple substitution virtually impossible. A
reengineered process is ultimately inescapable.

~» The need for the document to be actually sighted before delivery of the
goods can be authorised, thereby involving the parties having to physically
meet. This excludes a full paperless electronic release of the goods.

e The need to sight the document before release of the goods can delay
their availability at destination in shorter sea hauls, where the cargo arrives
before the paper documentation; this problem may also be related to the
process of establishing a Letter of Credit (1.OC).

The bill of lading, or waybill, is frequently seen as a documentary contract
between the shipper and the shipping company. In fact, apart from the
shipping company, four parties are vitaily concerned with the document.

The Seller (Shipper) needs acknowledgment that goods have passed into
someone else's care (The Carrier). They also need to know that they retain
control over the goods until the seller is paid by the buyer.

The Bank, for whom the goods represent collatera! for the payment that the
bank will make on behalf of the buyer (in normal circumstances). The bank
needs principal claim over the goods in the event of the buyer defaulting.

The Buyer (Consignee) needs to know that they are not parting with money
until the seller is passing the goods (or control) to the buyer, or the bank.

The Insurer needs to know the exact rights of the carrier (The Shipping
Company) before a policy can be written.

A trial program is now being carried out by a consortium known as Bolero (Bill
Of Lading Electronic Registry Organisation). Bolero has been granted an
ECU 1.83 million grant by the EC in order to test electronic alternatives to
maritime documents such as the Bill of Lading and the Sea Waybill. The



outcome is intended to overcome the obstacie of the lack of an electronic
version of negotiable documents.

The system is being trialled under the supervision of an international team of
lawyers. It is based on UN/EDIFACT IFTM (Transport) messages and central
registries for bills of lading and individual subscribers to they system.

There has been considerable progress. Many banks now only require
confirmation that their counterparty has electronic access to the bill of ilading;
the sea waybill is now recommended for use in every case except where
there may be a need for a document of title. Bolero is aimed to soive that
particular problem.

The legal framework still has to catch up with contemporary practice but a
solution is in sight. As at the end of 1997 Bolero had over 50 members and
had awarded the contract for a live, production system to SWIFT.
